Hello! Been a while since I’ve written for the Herald! Writing is something I 
actually love to do, but rarely heard any feedback, plus sometimes we   
didn’t have room, so I stopped for a while. But Jenny told me she had 
some space, so I decided to share a thought. Let me know if you find this 
kind of thing helpful.   
 
Here’s the word for today: God’s favor. Okay, that’s two words. But we see 
several times in the scriptures where the Bible makes clear that “God’s fa-
vor” is on someone. Read the stories of Noah, Abraham, Joseph, Joshua, 
David, Sampson, etc…they were all able to do what they did, not because 
of their talent or hard work, but because God chose to favor them.   
 
“Why does God favor some and not others?” It’s an interesting question. 
But I would also say it’s the wrong question. Because often times, it’s just 
not for us to know WHY God does things…He just does and we can 
choose to accept it or not.  God actually explains this favor thing in Exodus 
33:19 – “…Moreover, I show favor to whomever I will, and I display mercy 
to whomever I will.” Does that clear it up for you? Probably not. But that’s 
how it is!   
 
So instead of beating your head against the wall trying to “understand” 
God’s favor, I have some other advice… stick close to the ones who do 
have God’s favor. Again, the scriptures show that all those who went WITH 
the ones with God’s favor were blessed too. I’m a big fan of the old Bible 
study “Experiencing God” by Henry Blackaby. And one of the main teach-
ing points from that study is “See where God is at work and join Him 
there.” God is always at work around us (see John 5:17) and He invites us 
to be a part of what He is doing.   
 
This coming Sunday, June 2nd, in both our worship services, I can guaran-
tee you where you will see God at work…and that will be in the “Voices of 
Lee”. These students are obviously very gifted. But to me it is even more 
evident that God’s favor is on them. Just take the time to listen to some of 
their songs on Youtube or their website, www.voicesoflee.com. Their talent 
comes from God, but even more so, their hearts are FOR GOD! I’ve seen 
where God is at work in them… so I’m coming to join them in it! I hope you 
will too!
